 • Experience of less than ten (10) years as a leader, instructor, supervisor, administrator, consultant or a combination of these services in the field of parks, recreation and conservation.
 • Service to the profession through NRPA and NDRPA, its branches, affiliates and the former professional organizations merged into NRPA and NDRPA; in the promotion, organization and development of a pioneer type activity in the field of parks, recreation and conservation; through the allied fields of the arts, crafts, physical education, sports, horticulture, health and safety education, consultation services, etc.
 • Fine moral Character.
 • Leadership demonstrated in at least one out of each of the following areas:
            -Elected officer of the NDRPA, NRPA, a branch affiliate of NDRPA or NRPA, or one of the organizations merged into NDRPA or NRPA.
             -Member of a state society administrative council or board, a state park and/or recreation board or  council, the National Forum of NRPA or a regional council or comparable body.
              -Member of any NRPA or branch committee on a national or regional level and/or chairperson of an affiliate committee or state society committee.
                -Professional research, publication, speeches, panels, etc. such as major addresses to groups, and radio or talks given in the interest of promoting parks, recreation and conservation; articles in newspapers or magazines on parks, recreation and conservation; author or co-author of book(s) on the profession; original contribution which has affected the philosophy or practice of the profession; service as a member of a national or regional panel on the park, recreation and conservation movement.

Nominating Procedure
Fellow Award and Citations:  
 • Any member or group of NDRPA may submit candidates.
 • Each nomination should be accompanied by complete biographical data and a proposed single page citation to assist the     committee in preparing the final award.
 • Nominations should be submitted directly to the State Awards Committee.
 • Information submitted by the sponsor will be checked for accuracy by the State Awards Committee representatives.
 • Unless all provisions of this code are met, the chair will return all data without action to the sponsor
Arts and Humanities Awards.
• Nominations must be submitted by NDRPA members at the superintendent level or higher of an agency.
• An NDRPA member at the superintendent level or higher of an agency may submit a nomination for an agency within the state.
• Each nomination should include the entry form, along with any material which can be photocopied that documents and illustrates the entry.

Committee Procedure

• The chairman shall furnish committee members with candidate information and the names of past Award recipients.
• The committee shall study the qualifications of candidates and classify them according to one of five groups, giving each the appropriate numerical weight as follows:
         
         Group I Outstanding 10 pts
         Group II Excellent 7 pts
         Group III Good 5 pts
         Group IV Consider in Future 3 pts
         Group V No Recommendation 0 pts

• To preserve the exceptional honor of receiving it, the FELLOW AWARD shall be limited preferably to NO MORE THAN TWO (2) annually, with additional awards authorized only under exceptional circumstances.
 • Following the Awards Committee selection, the chair will present the appropriate awards and citations at the Annual NDRPA Conference.
 • To insure attendance at the presentation ceremony, award winners will be notified that they will receive an award.

 • Annual recipients of the FELLOW AWARDS, if qualified and approved by the NDRPA Awards Committee, will be submitted in the same year with updated information and supporting material to Midwest Regional Awards Committee or appropriate branch competitions, according to qualifications of the candidates and awards specifications of the competition.

 • Judging for the ARTS AND HUMANITIES AWARDS will be done in five categories based on community size as follows:

         Class I Over 200,000 
         Class II 75,000 to 199,999 
         Class III 25,000 to 74,999 
         Class IV 10,000 to 24,999 
         Class V Under 10,000 

• Criteria for judging the ARTS AND HUMANITIES AWARDS entries shall be content, innovation, contribution to the community served and to the expansion of interest in the arts and humanities, using weighing factors found on the application form.
         -First place winners will be submitted each year to the Midwest Regional Council for competition.
